qualification of librarian enforcement ordinance ; general trends of research including major Korean
journals in LIS, journal contributions home and abroad by Korean scholars, publication patterns in
journals, theses and dissertations ; and financial supports for research from the governments including
National Research Foundation (NRF) of Korea and other project-based supporting organizations. It
